But let God be the guide of our words and our concepts, the sole intelligence of intelligent beings
and intelligible things, the meaning behind those who speak and of what is spoken, the life of those
who live and those who receive life, who is and who becomes all for all beings, through whom
everything is and becomes but who by himself never is nor becomes in any way anything that ever
18 or becomes in any manner.
